1. Faith can never be in a genuine conflict with reason, because a truth of reason cannot contradict a truth of faith
2. Aquinas criticizes Anselm for not providing the proper quidditative definition of God
3. According to Aquinas, ‘God exists’ is a proposition that is self-evident in itself (secundum se), because the quiddity signified by its subject is the same as the act signified by its predicate
4. There has to be a First Efficient Cause, because no infinite series of per se, actual efficient causes arranged in an order of increasing universality is possible, since then there is no principal cause supplying the energy for the existence and activity of the instrumental causes
5. Nothing can be an efficient cause of itself in any respect whatsoever.
6. The divine attributes are not synonymous, because they signify distinct concepts of our minds
