1. According to Averroes, if the intellect is immaterial, then it cannot be multiplied with the multiplication of human bodies
2. According to Avicenna, if the human souls are individuated in their bodies, they can continue to be individuated after their separation from their bodies
3. According to Siger, inherence and subsistence are incompatible modes of being; therefore, if the intellect is immaterial, then it must be subsistent
4. According to Aquinas, the intellect is an accident of the human soul, just as heat is an accident of fire
5. For Aquinas, the intellect is dependent for its input on the brain (in the form of phantasms), but not for the actuality of its operation or existence
6. According to Aquinas, the intellective soul is numerically distinct from the form of corporeity, which it leaves behind in the body when the human person dies
7. According to Aquinas, some of the accidents of a dead body are numerically the same as those that this body had when it was alive
8. According to Aquinas, separate human souls cannot belong to the same species, just as different angels have to belong to different species because of their immateriality
9. According to Aquinas, Socrates’s body is his prime matter
10. According to Aquinas, we can say: ‘St. Peter pray for us’, because St. Peter is St. Peter’s soul (now in heaven), just as it was when St. Peter was alive (when his soul was the form of his body)
